
short 10 minute drive
north takes you a world
away from the colorful
mix of Santa Cruz, to the
old whaling town of Dav -
enport. An enclave of

thriving artisans, galleries and charm -
ing cafes, its picturesque location along
Highway One makes it a popular stop -
ping off point for cyclists, travelers,
and tourists, with its sweeping vistas
of the magnificent Pacific coastline,
hidden beaches, and green farms set
against the backdrop of the rugged
Coast Range.

The newly completed Forester
Building is modeled after the old Inde -
pendent Order of Foresters hall that
once occupied the site.  Davenport res -
ident and owner, George Majors, pur -
chased the lot with the idea of creating
something special.  With local archi -
tect Teri Fisher, he successfully cap -
tured the historical look and feel, while
incorporating modern day innovations
like open floor plans, double-pane win -
dows and skylights, energy efficient
forced-air heating, hardiplank siding,
50-year roof, fire and theft protection
systems, and quality finishes through -
out.  The end result is a beautiful place
to live and work.

You are welcomed into the ground
floor commercial space by double full
glass French doors, opening into the
large, clear-span space.  10-foot high
ceilings and double hung windows
enhance the spacious, open feeling, per -
fect for a gallery, gift shop, gourmet
foods, wine tasting, or museum, or per -
haps a creative combination of the
above.  The ceramic tile floor adds
warmth, beauty and durability.  There
are two handicapped accessible bath -
rooms in the rear, beautifully tiled and
fitted with top of the line fixtures, as
well as a utility closet, and inset laun -
dry or sink hook-up provided.  Handi -
capped access is provided by a second
entrance off the rear parking lot.
Directly behind the building sits the
historic Davenport Jail, no longer in
use, but a tourist attraction to this day. 

The invitation continues with the
luxuriantly carpeted stairway, oak rail -
ings and with top-lit wall insets wait -
ing to highlight your artwork.  Enter -
ing the space, prepare to be soothed
and delighted by the mix of natural
light and glowing wood finishes, fir-
trimmed doors and windows and
expanse of golden oak flooring.  Full
height vaulted ceilings inspire you
within, while ample windows lend

expansive views of the ocean, town,
and the rugged mountains behind.

Your delight will grow with the open
kitchen area to your right, designed to
awaken the gourmet within with a
large chef’s island, granite countertops,
halogen lighting, custom cherry cabi -
nets, gas range and oven, and low
maintenance stainless steel appliances.
Skylights and windows fill the space
with natural light during the day.  The
magic of shifting evening light magic
is enhanced by Art Deco hanging fix -
tures and recessed lighting. 

French doors at the rear bedroom
maintain visual connection, and a way
to shut out noise and activity in the
great room and settle in for a night of
deep sleep, lulled by scent of sage on
the evening breeze.  A private full bath -
room off the bedroom includes a wash -
er and dryer; the front space is served
by a half bathroom, with elegantly
tiling, pedestal sink and plated fix -
tures.

Front and rear balconies with dou -
ble French doors provide another
chance to connect to the natural beau -
ty of coastal or do a little whale watch -
ing.  Or enjoy your refuge in a winter
storm, warmed by the glow from the
natural gas fireplace set on a granite

hearth in the greatroom.
