dating back to the Portola
expedition of 1769, and its
formal origins as a Mexi -
can land grant in 1823,

Corralitos was an early favorite loca -
tion for the early explorers, rancheros
and settlers alike. Benjamin Hames
came to area in 1854 and helped found
the flourishing community of Corral -
itos that even today retains the flavor
of the past and the natural beauty that
has drawn people here for generations. 

The town itself is a charming collec -
tion of shops and small eateries,
anchored by the Corralitos Market,
world-renowned for its fine sausages.
The grange hall and churches echo of
celebrations past and faithfully stand
by for the times to come. The nearby
hills and private nature reserve pro -
vide refuge to cyclists and hikers alike,
while Aldrich park with its tennis and
basketball courts provides ample recre -
ation for those seeking activities a lit -
tle closer to home.

Bearing the namesake of this found -
ing father, it is only fitting that Hames
Road carries you into the heart of Cor -
ralitos.  And it is on this road that you
will find the small but idyllic garden
paradise at 240 Hames, walking dis -
tance from Corralitos village.

Overall, 1300 square feet of structures
are clustered on a setting that embod -
ies the spirit of Corralitos, with all-day
sunshine and lush gardens, creating
the feeling of a small village, with a
2BR main home, a detached one-room
cottage, a storage building, and a full-
size yurt perfect for a yoga room or art
studio. The verdant parcel spans just
under 1/6 of an acre, with high hedges
and mature trees to transport you
away from the passing road.

The diminutive two-bedroom main
house dates back to 1923, and the exte -
rior has carefully retained its period
charm with cedar shakes and natural
redwood decks. Inside, the home has
been lovingly updated with solid oak
floors throughout, a well-designed

kitchen with oak cabinets and gas
stove and vaulted ceilings to expand
the space and welcome in the sur -
rounding sunlight. The home has also
been outfitted with solar water heater
panels and is ready for solar power
with the appropriate wiring and meter
already in place.

The front and back yards are filled
with a beautiful mix of native plants,
organic fruit trees and raspberry
patches, roses and many other orna -
mentals. Under the oaks, you will find
native grasses, plants that once domi -
nated the meadowlands and woodlands
of Corralitos. They are drought toler -
ant, low maintenance, wildlife friend -
ly and beautiful, requiring just one
mowing and one watering each year.
In the sunnier areas, California oat -
grass and taller bunchgrasses abound,
adorned by wildflowers through the
various seasons.

The property also enjoys a private
orchard of 16 trees planted along the
sides of the back yard, ranging from

an old Pippin apple, and 4 varieties of
pears to black mulberry, yellow and
white peach, pie cherry, Santa Rosa
plum, Black Mission fig and walnut.
Many of the trees along the perimeter
have been pruned in the espaliered
style (a living fence) to save space, cre -
ating a private garden sanctuary.
